The property is described as: 722.60 acres located on the Monolith Ranch owned by the City of Laramie. The proposed price for the land is $400,000.00. A public hearing on this proposed sale will be held by the City Council in City Council Chambers at 406 Ivinson Street, Laramie at 6:00 p.m. on June 6, 2016.
